Paid students are allowed to charge up $20.00 and reduced price $5.00. Once a 

student has reached the charge limit, they will be given an alternative meal at a 

reduced price. 

No charging ala carte items 
Parents will be notified by robo call/email 

and/or written notice. 
Free/Reduce meal applications are available for 

households to complete.
